3) GUIDELINES FOR SUBMITTING ABSTRACTS

All abstracts, including those from invited speakers, shall be submitted by December 12th, 2005.

Abstracts should be submitted accompanied by the first author´s meeting registration.

The abstracts should be sent by e-mail, as attached Word files, to claudia.dolinski@censanet.com.br.  In the field "Subject", please type "Abstract for the Meeting".

Within 48 hours you´ll receive a reply acknowledging the receipt of your abstract.  If you don’t receive this reply, be sure your e-mail has not been properly delivered.   Call Claudia Dolinski at (55 22) 9838-3271.

The abstracts submitted will be reviewed for acceptance to the meeting.  Abstracts should be concise, with a brief introduction stating the relevance of the study and its objectives.  Materials and methods should just allow understanding of the work done.  Emphasis should be given to the results and their meaning, with a final conclusion, if convenient.

Abstracts can be submitted in English, Spanish, or Portuguese.

The abstracts should follow the format below.   Abstracts submitted out of the format will not be edited, and will not be incorporated into the meeting´s program.
